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Household Projections for Korea : 2000-2020

I . Concepts and definitions

The following definition of household, used in the 2000 Population and
Housing Census in Korea, is employed in this projection:

+ A household consists of a person who provides for his own food or other
essentials for living, or a group of two or more persons who make common
provision for food or other essentials for living. Households are divided into
ordinary and collective households.

(1) Ordinary household
An ordinary household is defined as a household whose members consist of
one of the following three combinations.
(a) Head and his/her family, sometimes with less than 6 persons who are
unrelated to the head(boarder, housemaid, etc.)
(b) A group of 5 persons or less who are unrelated to the head
(c) Persons who live alone (one-person houshold)
(2) Collective household
A collective household is either a group of persons who are accommodated in
a social welfare institution or dormitory for common activity or benefit, or a
group of more than five persons who are unrelated to the head.

In addition, this projection defines the head of household as the person who
is primarily responsible for household affairs and economic support regardless
of the headship in residential registration or civil registration.

II. Scope and data adjustment

The years the study aims at projecting are between 2000 and 2020. The
projection includes only ordinary households; accordingly, those who reside in
collective households and military camps, together with foreigners households,
are excluded. The future households each year are projected as of November 1,
the Census Day in Korea.

This projection uses the Population and Housing Census and the Population
Projections as data sources. However, these data require some adjustments for
the purpose of conducting household projections.



Firstly, midyear population between 2000-2020 projected in the Population
Projections in Korea should be shifted from as of July 1 to as of November 1
for this purpose. Moreover, since the midyear population contains those who
are not within the scope of household projections, that is, people residing in
collective households, military camps and foreigners, it is necessary to remove
them in advance. This study assumes that the proportions of such people at
each age group during the period of time under projection follow those
observed in the latest three consecutive censuses. Secondly, the undercounts of
households in each census are adjusted according to the net
under-enumeration rates presented in the Post Enumeration Survey.

IM. Framework of household projection

Considering the type of data and the rapidly changing nuptiality pattern in
Korea, this projection adopts the headship rate method as follows:

H'(x,t) is designated as the number of households in sex s, age x of
head, and year ¢,
P°(m,x,t) is the number of persons in sex s, marital status m, age x of
head, and year ¢,
h’(m,x,t) is headship rates in sex s, marital status m, age x of head, and
year (.
The number of housecholds is simply projected by the product of the number
of persons In sex s, age x, marital status m and the headship rates in sex s,
age x, marital status m.

The framework of the household projection consists of three panels as
shown in Figure 1. In this scheme, the first panel, from 1-1 to 1-3, yields the
projected number of households by sex, age and marital status of head by
multiplying the projected headship rates by sex, age and marital status, by the
projected number of population. The projected number of households by
household composition is obtained by the multiple of the projected percent
distribution of households by household composition and the projected total
number of households as calculated in the previous step (refer to the second
panel). Likewise, the number of households by household size is projected by



using the same method as used in projecting the number of households by
household composition (see also boxes from 3.1 to 3.3 in the third panel).
Next, given the values at five-year the projected number of
households at single year intervals between two census years is interpolated.

Since the projection of households by household composition and household
size 1s nothing but the proportional allotment of total projected number of
households by sex, age and marital status among household heads, this study
elaborates on the method of projecting headship rates by sex, age and marital
status.

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IV. Projecting headship rates

For the projection of headship rates, an extrapolation method is known to
be widely used. In this study, the log-linear formula proved the most
appropriate function in projecting the future headship rates for those aged
under 35, while the net transition rate turned out the best for those aged 35

years and over as follows:

1) Log-linear formula

where A’ (m, x, t) indicates headship rate specific for sex s, marital status m,
age x and year ¢, Ln(n) is the natural log of interval n while a and b are

slopes and intercepts respectively.

where C°(m,x,t) is the net transition rate in sex s, age x, marital status m
and year ¢t while H'(m,x,t) and P°(m,x,t) indicate the number of households
and persons in sex s, age x, marital status m and year t respectively. The net
transition rate is nothing but the difference between household changes and
population changes.

On the other hand, since extrapolation is done rather mechanically, a
percentage distribution of households by sub-category sometimes does not
sum up to one. To solve this, the difference from one is proportionately

allocated to all sub-categories.
